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REPORT FROM CIRCUIT FORUM HELD AT KILLINGHALL ON 18
JUNE 2026.

35 people were present including our own representatives, Les, Pat
and Mike, Janet also attended as an interested party. This was Pat’s
first meeting as Wesley representative and she was given a warm
welcome.

The June circuit meeting consists of a short business meeting and
the rest of the time is given over to individual churches to tell their
good news stories. This is a shortened report of selected items of
interest.

Circuit Stewards. Senior Circuit Steward Andrew Brown once
again emphasised the importance of recruiting circuit stewards. Two
of the present incumbents will be retiring at the end of August, which
will leave only three. It was stressed that the circuit cannot operate
with three circuit stewards, and that if there is no circuit, there will be
no churches. This is the urgency of the situation. Members of the
meeting were urged to either volunteer or nominate someone for
these vacant roles. Andrew pointed out that circuit stewards were a
team, and one individual was not expected to do everything, rather
to carry out duties according to their strengths.

Finance. Sue Cutting from The Bridge Circuit will become Treasurer
when Ed retires at the end of August. The meeting formally approved
this appointment.

Property. The Emerald Close manse will become vacant when
Lesley Taylor leaves at the end of July. The Circuit Leadership Team
(CLT) is developing a longer-term policy on manses, and the
meeting agreed to delegate authority to the CLT on this matter.

Governance. The Governance Sub-Committee that was proposed
as part of the circuit reconstruction has now been finalised and this
was agreed at the meeting. Members will be as follows:

. A Circuit Steward. Andrew Brown will be the chair of the
committee, although it may be appropriate for the
Superintendent Minister to attend and chair (in accordance
with  Methodist practice) specific meetings of the sub-
committee. Continued

The Circuit Treasurer (Sue Cutting).

The Circuit Property Steward (if one is appointed in the future).
The Circuit Safeguarding Officer (Revd. Ron Hicks).

Three members of churches within the circuit appointed by the
Circuit Meeting. (Revd. Ruth Parry, John Parry, Susan Kerr).

The Governance Sub-Committee is given the authority to co-opt up to
three additional members if this is considered necessary to provide it
with expertise to undertake its tasks.

The plan for the next quarter is being pepared and there are a lot of
gaps, meaning that churches will have to do more local
arrangements. The circuit has subscribed, for a year, to The Vine,
which produces fully written services for every week of the year. If
this works well the subscription will continue.

Maltkiln. A proposal is being submitted for funding from New Places
New People (NPNP) for a pioneer person to be situated at the new
housing development near to Cattal train station, where 3,000 new
houses are planned. For more information about NPNP visit

Wesley Centre. The decision taken in 2013 for the circuit to take
responsibility for Wesley Centre was reaffirmed by the meeting.

Over the past couple of months | have found myself carrying a sense
of gratitude. | have had the privilege of spending time with the
Superintendents of the Methodist Church in Britain, first in Oxford and
then in Blackpool, leading Bible studies and sharing in worship,
conversation, prayer, laughter, and fellowship. | arrived with
resources to offer. | left having received far more than | gave. What
stays with me is not a particular presentation, meeting, or discussion.
It is the people.

| encountered leaders carrying significant responsibility with humility,
honesty, and deep commitment. | encountered people wrestling with
the realities of ministry, yet still captivated by the living gospel of
Jesus Christ. Beneath the weight of leadership, | found wisdom,
compassion, courage, and a genuine desire to serve God’s people
well.

As | listened and learned, | was led to give thanks not only for the
Superintendents, but for the people who make their ministry possible.
The people called Methodist. Those who open church doors on cold
mornings, prepare worship, lead prayers, visit the lonely, count the
money, make tea, stack chairs, serve on committees, offer lifts,
maintain buildings, support ministers, nurture children and young
people, challenge injustice, and quietly keep the flame of faith
burning in their communities.

The Church is often spoken about through its structures, the
Methodist strategies, reports, and statistics. Yet once again | was
reminded that the Church is, and always has been, people. People
who carry joys and sorrows, hopes and disappointments. People who
continue to trust that the gospel matters and that the love of God can
still transform lives, communities, and the world.

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To the people called Methodist continued.

As | looked around the room, | was encouraged by who was present.
There were women serving as Superintendents. There were Black
and Brown women serving as Superintendents. For someone who
has spent much of her ministry navigating spaces where leadership
did not always look like me, that mattered more than | can easily
express. Their presence was not important because it ticked a box. It
was important because it spoke of gifts recognised, callings affirmed,
and a Church that, however imperfectly, continues to make room for
voices that have not always been heard.

What gave me particular hope was the depth of commitment |
encountered to the mission of God and to the flourishing of God’s
people. In conversations, worship, prayer, Bible study, and
fellowship, | saw a Church seeking to live more faithfully into its
calling. | encountered people who care deeply about their
communities, who are attentive to those who are too often
overlooked, and who long to see the Church become an ever more
welcoming and generous place. That spirit was evident throughout
our time together.

In Oxford and Blackpool, | encountered people who continue to
believe that the gospel is worth giving their lives to. | encountered
honesty about the challenges facing the Church, but also a refusal to
surrender to cynicism. | encountered leaders who pray, laugh,
wrestle, listen, and keep showing up because they remain convinced
that God is not finished with the Methodist people.

For all of this, | am grateful. With gratitude, Revd Charity Tozivepi-
